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 Strategies for Supporting the Success of FFN Care

Outreach/Relationship Building

· Supporting steady efforts over an extended period of time. Funding and training to enable staff to build relationships

Caregiver Connections

· Facilitating peer groups and gatherings that involve children and caregivers

· Recognizing caregivers’ contributions

· Emphasizing support first
· Supporting formal and informal learning networks
Community Connections
· Providing information about supports for providers and for the families and children they serve

· Facilitating collaboration between child care, health care, family support, early intervention, school systems, museums, parks, and libraries in activities to support FFN providers
Training and Education Opportunities
· Providing basic child development information that takes caregivers’ diversity, literacy, and learning modes into account

· Partnering with public television and cable stations
Research and Evaluation

· Evaluating the effectiveness of FFN care initiatives
· Documenting gaps in information and/or resources

· Closing gaps in information (e.g. finding out who is minding the kids)

· Share learning with funder community, service organizations, and policymakers

Policy 

· Supporting and championing effective policies and investments and increase effective FFN supports
